What qualifies as an AWAF hazard?

Per Harbors and Navigation Code, Section 522 and
525:

“Any hulk, derelict, wreck or parts of any ship, vessel
or watercraft sunk, beached or allowed to remain in
an unseaworthy or dilapidated condition....”

and

“..or any other marine debris which poses a substantial
hazard to navigation.”
